Students provide acupuncture treatments under the supervision of an Institute faculty member who is a licensed acupuncturist. The benefit to patients is that they receive services from the student with additional consultation from an experienced practitioner at a reasonable cost.     Initial Consultation fee is $75, subsequent treatment fee is typically $65.00.  To receive services from a clinical level student, individuals must make an appointment.
